August 20, 2026, are asked to register their child with the  

West Holmes Elementary School. Register by calling  

330-378-2111. You will be asked basic information about  

your child and, a screening time will be assigned. 

Once you have called and registered your child for screening, 

you will receive an email explaining how to log onto the district 

website, www.westholmes.org, then click on the Final Forms 

link.  From here, you will complete the necessary forms to 

register.  Also, at this time, upload the following documents to 

Final Forms: 

- your child’s birth certificate 

- immunizations   

- proof of residency  

- proof of custody (if applicable)
